Examination Information

Structure

Science, Mathematics and Music A-levels comprise 6 modules: 3 AS modules to be sat in May / early June at the end of Y12; and 3 A2 modules to be sat in January / June in Y13.  (Note that Further Mathematicians complete mathematics A-level in Y12 by sitting the first 3 modules in January of Y12.)

All other A-levels comprise 4 modules: 2AS modules to be sat in May / early June at the end of Y12; and 2 A2 modules to be sat in January / June in Y13.  

In some subjects, one or more modules may be a coursework or practical component, in which case work must be completed by the deadlines set by the department concerned for submission to the exam board in either January or June.
Results

Modules may not be evenly weighted, so that some modules may carry more marks than others, but for all subjects results are converted to a Universal Mark Scheme (UMS) when reported to the candidates and the following holds true:

It is also possible to be awarded an A* at A-Level (but not AS).  A* will be awarded if the candidate has achieved grade A at A-Level and achieved an average mark of at least 90% on the A2 modules studied in Y13.
In 2010, results will be issued to candidates on Thursday 19th August.  At this stage they will be in the form of module marks only (the boys will have to calculate for themselves their total mark in each subject and the grade that they have achieved).  This is because results are not cashed-in until the end of Y13, in order that resits may be undertaken before a grade is awarded by the examination boards.
Resits
Candidates may resit any module they have entered in order to improve their AS grade and / or to gain additional UMS marks towards their A-level grade.  However, it should be remembered that time spent preparing for resits is time that cannot be spent working towards other modules and so boys should consult with their subject teachers and house tutors in order to decide on the best strategy.  Additionally, a charge (currently £22 per module) will be made to the student’s termly bill for each resit in order to cover the extra costs incurred by College for making these additional exam entries.
