January Examination Results 

Amendments to summer entries:

Remember that once you have got your results you must inform subject teachers whether or not you wish to amend your entries for exams in the summer. This must by completed by Wednesday 17th March at the very latest, or you will liable for the fees incurred.

Enquiries about results:

If you think you may wish to appeal against a mark, please speak to your teacher (remember marks can go down as well as up).  In order to launch an enquiry, you must fill in the necessary form and pay the fee before the end of term.  See Mr Cousens / Mr Wade for further details.  

NB You may request a copy of your script at the same time, if you wish, but will not receive one automatically because you have appealed.

Access to Scripts:

You may, if you wish, ask for scripts to be returned to you.  If you think you may wish to appeal, you should ask for a photocopy (almost immediately if there is any chance of receiving it before the end of term, to help inform your decision); if you are sure you will not, you should ask for the original script to be returned. Again, there is a form to fill in and a fee to pay before the end of term.  See Mr Cousens / Mr Wade for further details.

It is essential that you deal with the examinations officer at the College where you sat the examination, if you wish to launch an enquiry or get your script returned.
