Mock Exams

(These regulations and the room allocations can also be found on the exams page of the College website).

What to do if you are absent from an exam:
· If you return to College before the end of the exam period, report to Mr James at 8:15 at the College Office. He will then re-arrange your missed exams, where possible.

· If you return to College after the end of the exam period, you will need to speak to your subject teachers to determine if and when you will sit the exams you have missed.

Mobile phones & other electronic equipment:

The exam boards consider possession of a mobile phone or MP3 player in an exam to be malpractice and you may score zero in that exam. If your phone rings you may be disqualified from that subject.  In actual GCSE exams, the only electronic equipment you may take into the exam room is a calculator.  In the mock exams only, you will be allowed to bring your bag into the room and leave it at the front / back of the room; phones / MP3 players may me left in your bags so long as they are switched off. You will score zero in any exam in which you are found to have unauthorised electronic equipment on your person.  If you do not have a bag, any unauthorised material must be handed to the invigilator before the exam begins.

Conduct during exams:

· Seating should be in alphabetical order.
· Pencil cases are not allowed, unless they are see-through (you may also use a transparent plastic bag).
· You will not be allowed to borrow equipment during the exam.
· You must stay in your seat for the duration of the exam (you will not be allowed to get anything from your bag or go to the toilet, except in an emergency).
· You must not talk during the exam.
· You must use blue or black ink for written answers.  In actual GCSE exams, you should now use only black pens.  Gel pens and highlighters must not be used in your answers (but can be used to highlight things on the exam paper).  Pencils should only be used for diagrams, etc.    
· You should not use liquid paper / an eraser pen. Mistakes must be crossed out.
These are exam board regulations – you will be penalised if you fail to comply.

Finishing Early:

When the exam begins, you may only have materials required for the exam on your desk. However, you may keep one book from another subject on the floor by your desk to use for revision, if you finish the exam early. You must hand in you exam paper before you use your revision book. (N.B. You will not be allowed to do this in your actual public exams). You will not be allowed to leave the exam early, as this is disruptive to other candidates.
